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The stage is set for a blockbuster Division One Grand Final as Rosebud and Mt Eliza go head-to-head
in what promises to be a fiery contest at Kinetic Stadium.

Rosebud has been the team to beat from day one, dropping just two games in the home-and-away
season - a 12-point loss to Pines in Round 4 and a narrow 3-point defeat to Langwarrin in Round 10.
With the Division One Best & Fairest winner and Team of the Year captain, Campbell Hustwaite,
steering the ship, the Buds have looked every bit the premiership favourites.
Their finals run only strengthened their case, overcoming a dangerous Frankston YCW outfit by 22
points in the semi final. Star performers Reid Nanscawen, William Hartung, Mitchell White, Callum
White, Will Gown and Jake Carosella all showed their class under pressure, highlighting the squad’s
depth and composure.
Rosebud enters Sunday not only with supreme confidence, but also boasting the best disposal
efficiency in the senior competition and the most goals kicked in Division One seniors. The question
is: can they hold their nerve when it matters most?

On the other side sits a battle-hardened Mt Eliza. After a 9-9 home-and-away season, the 2024
premiers scraped into finals with many doubting their ability to back it up. But three weeks later, here
they are again... on the biggest stage.
Their September campaign has been built on blistering starts. Against Edithvale-Aspendale in the
semi final, they piled on a 78-point lead by three-quarter time, while in last week’s preliminary final
they stunned Frankston YCW with a 50-point half-time buffer. Yet, lapses late in games have nearly
cost them - the Stonecats’ seven unanswered last-quarter goals last weekend almost flipped the
result. Consistency across four quarters will be key if Mt Eliza is to pull off the upset.
With weapons like Thomas Freeman, Jeremy Burton, Fletcher Bayne, William Antonie, Fraser Phillips,
Finlay Bayne, Christopher Carey, Jasper O’Neill, Declan Cole and Damian Mascitti, the Redlegs have
both firepower and finals experience. Ruckman Christopher Carey looms as a pivotal figure in the
battle against Rosebud’s engine room.

The last time these sides met was in the final round of the home-and-away season, when Rosebud
came away 30-point victors. But grand finals are a different beast.

Brendan Rooney started in the Under 10’s at Mt Eliza and
worked his way through the junior club, winning
premierships in Under 14 and Under 16. His talent was
obvious from the early years and he was quickly promoted
to the senior side, making his debut as a sixteen-year-old
under former Footscray player, Harry Skreja. Brendan also
represented the MPFL for the first time at Under 18 level at
this time. Wearing the Number 19 guernsey, Roons played
mostly as a key forward, where his agility, athleticism and
straight kicking were more than a handful for defenders.
Roons won the club goal kicking award three times
between 1993 and 1996. 
A highlight of his time at the Redlegs came in 1983 with
Brendan playing a key role in Mt Eliza’s first premiership.

Devon Meadows wrote their name into MPFNL history on
Saturday, claiming the club’s first ever premiership with
a thrilling five-point victory over Frankston Bombers at
Kinetic Stadium. In front of a crowd of 5,200, the
Panthers led all day but were forced to fight until the
very last second as the Bombers launched a desperate
final quarter surge that had supporters on the edge of
their seats. It capped off a day of heart-stopping
football, with Seaford winning the Under 19s after a
Bombers miss on the siren and the Bombers Reserves
snatching a three-point win with a last-minute goal,
before the seniors produced another classic.

The pattern was set early as Devon jumped out with
fierce intensity, controlling possession and finding
targets inside 50, but Frankston refused to allow the
game to slip away. James Frawley provided a strong
focal point for the Panthers, finishing with three goals,
while at the other end Matt Robinson was just as
dangerous, booting five majors to keep the Bombers
within striking distance. With only a goal separating the
sides at three quarter time, the contest was perfectly
poised for a dramatic finish. Goals continued to trade
hands as the crowd roared louder with each passage,
but when the final siren sounded it was Devon still
clinging to their narrow advantage, sparking scenes of
jubilation.

There were standout performances everywhere. Division
Two Best and Fairest and Team of the Year captain Joel
Hillis lived up to his reputation with a best-on-ground
display, collecting 22 disposals, six marks, four turnovers
forced and six tackles in a tireless effort that inspired his
teammates. Ruckman Arnold Kirby was also a colossus,
amassing 22 disposals, 26 hitouts, 11 clearances, five
inside 50s and seven turnovers forced to finish with 155
ranking points. For the Bombers, it was Flynn Wood who
stood tallest, dominating with 34 disposals, 22 contested
possessions and 163 ranking points in a performance
that nearly dragged his side to another famous finals
win.

After scraping into finals, few predicted Devon Meadows
would rise to the summit, but their resilience and belief
carried them through September and into premiership
glory. From the opening bounce to the final siren they
embraced the contest, and with stars standing tall
under immense pressure, they delivered the most
significant moment in club history. For the Panthers and
their faithful, September 13, 2025 will forever be
remembered as the day Devon Meadows became
premiers.
